Un mensaje de la procuradora general de Illinois
Lisa Madigan

Con la temporada de las fiestas navidefias, muchas personas del estado de
[llinois estardn comprando regalos para familiares y amistades. Pero, este
ano padres y otros consumidores que vayan a comprar regalos para nifios se
encontrardn en tiendas de juguetes preguntindose cuales serdn seguros.

En el ano 2007, se retiraron muchos juguetes y prendas de nifios del mercado. Desde
enero, centenares de diferentes juguetes y prendas - con un total de mas de 37 millones de
unidades - se retiraron del mercado. Adicionalmente, se retiraron mds de veinte productos
duraderos juveniles, incluyendo articulos como cunas y asientos de carros, y varias prendas
de ropa.

Se pueden hacer retiros por varias razones, algunas partes se pueden separar y poner en
peligro de ahogarse, juguetes tienen una capa de pintura de plomo. No importando las
razones de los retiros, es importante quitarle los productos peligrosos a los nifios inmediata-
mente.

Porque en particular los nifios son vulnerables a los peligros de productos de consumidores;
consumidores que vayan a comprar regalos para nifios tienen toda la razén de estar preocu-
pados de la seguridad. L.a situacién ideal es de evitar que productos peligrosos lleguen a
los nifios. Por esta misma razon, segin con el Acto de Productos de Seguridad de los
Nifios, mi oficina, requiere que comerciantes de Illinois retiren productos peligrosos de los
estantes de almacenes y que fijen las notificaciones en una localidad prominente. Aunque
estas medidas pueden ayudar en mantener los productos peligrosos fuera de las manos de
consumidores, no son infalibles.

Para ayudarles a los consumidores que compren con confianza y para asegurar que los pro-
ductos peligrosos se mantengan fuera de los nifios, mi oficina desarroll6 el Guia de
Compras Seguras, que provee una fotografia y descripcién breve de cada uno de los produc-
tos retirados en el 2007 hasta la fecha de publicacién. El Guia de Compras Seguras esta
separado en cinco partes para referencia facil: juguetes, prendas de ninas, productos
durables juveniles, ropa de nifos, y ATV’s y bicicletas.

Espero que usted lleve este Guia cuando esté de compras y que lo revise antes de hacer su
compra. También lo puede usar para revisar los regalos que reciban sus hijos de familiares
y amistades. Al tomar este paso sencillo, usted puede asegurar la seguridad de los regalos
de sus hijos.

Children’s Product Recalls
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Toys

The following is a list of toy recalls issued between
January 1, 2007 and November 21, 2007.
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Bright Starts Teethers Recalled on January 17,
2007.

The flexible plastic ring that holds the teether beads
in place can crack or break allowing the beads to
detach, posing a choking hazard to infants. The
teethers were sold at discount department stores and
juvenile specialty stores nationwide from June 2006
to January 2007.

Baby Rattles and Ornaments Recalled on
January 18, 2007.

The small parts on the plush rattles and the frame
ornaments can break or detach, posing a choking
hazard to young children. Additionally, the rattles’
plastic ring can break and expose sharp points. The
rattles and ornaments were sold at Target stores
from November 2006 to December 2006.

MagneBlocks Toys Recalled on January 18,
2007.

Tiny, powerful magnets inside the building pieces
can fall out. If more than one is swallowed, they can
attract to each other and cause intestinal perforation
or blockage, which can be fatal if not treated imme-
diately. The toy was sold at discount department
stores, toy stores and arts and crafts stores nation-
wide from January 2004 to November 2006.



Easy Bake Ovens Recalled on February 6,
2007, with an expanded recall issued on

July 19, 2007.

Young children can insert their hands into the
oven’s opening and get their hands or fingers
caught in the oven’s opening, which can result in
serious burns. At least one child had her finger par-
tially amputated. The toy was sold at Toys R Us,
Wal-Mart, Target, KB Toys and other retailers
nationwide from May 2006 to February 2007.

JAKKS Pacific Toy Vehicles Recalled on
February 13, 2007.

The batteries in the toy vehicles can ignite while
charging, posing a fire hazard. The toys were sold at
toy stores, discount department stores and internet
retailers nationwide from August 2006 to January
2007.

Fisher Price "Laugh and Learn" Bunny Toys
Recalled on February 15, 2007.

The pink pompom nose can detach and pose a
choking hazard for young children. The toy was
sold at discount department stores and toy stores
nationwide from May 2006 to December 2006.

Link-N-Lite Magnetic Light-Up Puzzles
Recalled on February 15, 2007.

Tiny, powerful magnets inside the puzzle pieces can
fall out. If more than one is swallowed, they can
attract to each other and cause intestinal perforation
or blockage, which can be fatal if not treated imme-
diately. The toy was sold at Target and Kohl’s
stores nationwide and on Amazon.com from June
2006 to January 2007.



Sportcraft Inflatable Bounce Houses Recalled
on February 27, 2007.

The fan and the plastic housing surrounding the fan
can break apart during use of the inflatable bounce
house, posing a risk of impact injury to consumers.
The items were sold at Academy Sports and
Outdoor and Sport Chalet nationwide from
September 2006 to January 2007.

Two-Sided Easels Recalled on March 7, 2007.

The paint on the chalkboard side of the easels con-
tains high levels of lead. The easels were sold
through Discount School Supply catalogues and
website from July 2004 to November 2006.

Children’s Stationary Set Recalled on March
13, 2007.

The stationary set contains a razor blade cutter with
a sharp edge, posing a laceration hazard to young
children. The sets were sold at Dollar Stores in
northern California from January 2005 to March
2007.



“Elite Operations” Toy Sets Recalled on March 13, 2007.

The toys contain high levels of lead, and have sharp points that pose a
laceration hazard. The toy sets were sold at Toys R Us nationwide from
January 2006 to February 2007.



Estes-Cox Radio Control Airplanes Recalled on March 27, 2007.

The airplanes can overheat while recharging, posing a fire hazard. The Sky
Squadron Airplane was sold at Radio Shack nationwide from December 2006
to February 2007. The Sky Ranger Airplane was sold at Wal-Mart nation-
wide from January 2007 to February 2007.

Stuffed Ball Toys Recalled on March 28, 2007.

The paint on the toys contains high levels of lead.
The toys were sold at Dollar Stores nationwide from
June 2006 to March 2007.




Baby Dolls Recalled on April 4, 2007.

The "Lovely Baby" and "Happy Baby" dolls contain
small parts, which can detach and pose a choking
hazard to young children. The dolls were sold at
Dollar Stores nationwide from September 2006 to
October 2006.

Activity Carts Toys Recalled on April 4, 2007.

The orange hubcaps on the wheels of the Little
Tree Wood Activity Carts can detach and pose a
choking hazard to young children. The toys were
sold at Target stores nationwide from July 2006 to
March 2007, and on Target.com from October 2006
to February 2007.

Disney Plush Easter Baskets Recalled on April
5, 2007.

T'he silver beads and ribbons attached to the basket
can detach and pose a choking hazard. The baskets

were sold at Wal-Mart nationwide from February
2007 to March 2007.



Small World Puzzles Recalled on April 11,
2007.

The knobs on the puzzles can come off and pose a
choking hazard. The "Sounds on the Farm" and
"Sounds on the Go" puzzles were sold under the
Puzzibilities and Ryan’s Room brands. Puzzibilities
puzzles were sold at toy stores and various retailers
nationwide from June 2003 to February 2007.
Ryan’s Room puzzles were sold at Target stores
nationwide from January 2006 to February 2007.

Shrek Headbands Recalled on April 17, 2007.

A small wire can protrude through the fabric of the
ears on the headbands, and can cause cuts. The

headbands were distributed as a giveaway to Pepsi
employees from February 23, 2007 to April 1, 2007.

Magnetix Magnetic Building Sets Recalled on
March 31, 2006 with an expanded recall issued
on April 19, 2007.

Tiny, powerful magnets inside the building sets can
fall out. If more than one is swallowed, they can
attract to each other and cause intestinal perforation
or blockage, which can be fatal if not treated imme-
diately. The toy was sold at mass merchants and

other toy and arts and crafts stores nationwide from
September 2003 through March 2006.



Anima Bamboo Collection Games Recalled on

May 2, 2007.

The toys in the game sets are covered in paint that
contains high levels of lead. The games were sold at
Target stores nationwide from December 2006 to
April 2007.

Soft Blocks Tower Toys on Graco Baby

Einstein Discover and Play Activity Centers
Recalled on May 2, 2007.

The plastic covering on the soft block towers can
detach and pose a choking hazard to infants. The
toys were sold at Army and Air Force Exchange
Services, Babies R Us, Toys R Us, Meijer, Shopko,
Target and various other retailers nationwide, and on
Wal-Mart.com and Target.com from February 2005
to December 2005.

Parents Magazine Record-A-Voice Toy Cell
Phones Recalled on May 3, 2007.

The metal pin inside the hinge of the cell phone
flip-top can fall out, posing a choking hazard to
young children. The toys were sold at Target stores
nationwide from September 2006 to January 2007.
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1Q Preschool Take Apart Townhouses Recalled
on May 3, 2007.

Tiny, powerful magnets used to connect the wooden
pieces to the sides of the townhouse can fall out. If
more than one is swallowed, they can attract to each
other and cause intestinal perforation or blockage,
which can be fatal if not treated immediately. The

toy was sold at various toy stores and other retailers
from December 2004 to February 2007.

Baby Buddy Clip-On Books Recalled on May
17, 2007.

T'he metal clip used to attach the book to a stroller
or article of clothing can break, posing a choking
hazard to children. The item was sold through

Bookspan mail order catalogues, and Bookspan.com
from September 2006 to March 2007.

Discovery Bunny Books Recalled on May 17,
2007.

The seam on the bunny’s left hind leg can open
exposing a plastic squeaker toy contained inside a
cloth bag, posing a choking hazard to young chil-
dren. The item was sold through Bookspan mail

order catalogues, and Bookspan.com from February
2006 to March 2007.

Ball Rattles, Wrist Rattles and Wind-up Toys
Recalled on May 23, 2007

The toys contain small parts that pose a choking
hazard to young children. The toys were sold at
Dollar Stores in California from January 2005
through May 2007.
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“Soldier Bear” Toy Sets Recalled on May 23, 2007.

The toy action figures are covered in paint that contains high amounts of lead. The sets
were sold at Army and Air Force Exchange Services from August 2006 to April 2007.

Toy Drums Recalled on May 30, 2007.

The red paint on the drums contains high amounts
of lead. The toys were sold at gift and collectible
stores nationwide from June 2005 to April 2007.
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The plastic eyeball contains kerosene, which if bro-
ken, presents a chemical hazard to children. The

toys were sold at toy and novelty stores during July
2006.
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Wooden Thomas and Friends Toys Recalled on June 13, 2007

T'he surface paint on the wooden toys contains high amounts of lead. The toys were sold
at toy stores and various retailers nationwide from January 2005 to June 2007.

Toy Barbeque Grills Recalled on June 28, 2007.

The circular ashtray attached to the stainless steel legs of
the grill could contain sharp edges, posing a laceration
hazard. The toy was sold at Target stores nationwide
from December 2006 to February 2007.

Shape Sorting Toy Castles Recalled on July 3,
2007.

The plastic rod can come loose allowing the colored
counting beads to slide off of the toy, posing a chok-
ing hazard to young children. The toy was sold at
Wal-Mart, Target, Marshalls, Meijers and other spe-
cialty toy retailers nationwide from January 2006 to
May 2007.

Mag Stix Magnetic Building Sets Recalled on
July 5§, 2007.

Tiny, powerful magnets inside the plastic sticks can
fall out. If more than one is swallowed, they can
attract to each other and cause intestinal perforation
or blockage, which can be fatal if not treated imme-
diately. The toy was sold at Kipp Brothers’ show-
room, Fall 2005 catalog and website from September
2005 to March 2006.

Remote Control Airplanes Recalled on July 24,
2007.

T'he airplanes are launched by hand and can
explode near the consumer’s head, posing a risk of
temporary hearing loss and injuries to eyes, face and
hands. The airplanes were sold at hobby stores and
other retailers nationwide from September 2005 to
December 2006.
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“Soldier Bear” Toy Sets Recalled on July 18, 2007.

Surface paints on the toy action figures, dinosaurs and animals contain high amounts of
lead. The sets were sold at Army and Air Force Exchange Services from August 2005 to
April 2007.

The toy was sold at discount
department stores and toy stores nationwide from June 2006 to
June 2007.

The beak of the watering can contains high amounts
of lead. The toy was sold at Jo-Ann Fabric and
Craft Stores nationwide from February 2007 to
August 2007.

The printed ink on the outer packaging of the wood
case contains high amounts of lead. The cases were
sold at "Toys R Us nationwide from October 2006 to

Surface paint on the toys contains high amounts of
lead. The toys were sold at retail stores nationwide
from October 2006 to August 2007.

Surface paint on the toy knights contains high amounts of lead. The toys were sold at spe-
cialty toy stores nationwide from April 2004 to March 2006.

A child’s finger can become caught in the rectangu-
lar metal clip or the black plastic side hinge, and this
can sever a child’s finger tip. Also, the strollers
pose an entrapment hazard. The toy was sold at
Pottery Barn Kids stores nationwide from October
2005 to June 2007.

Model Rockets Recalled on September 28, 2007.

The model rocket’s side or engine retainer ring can
separate and cause the rocket to fall without the
nose cone separating and the parachute deploying,
posing a risk of an impact injury to nearby individu-
als. The rockets were sold at hobby stores and other
retailers nationwide from June 2005 to July 2007.
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Plush Boys Rattles Recalled on October 2, 2007

The rattles can break open releasing small beads inside, posing a choking hazard to young
children. The rattles were sold at Target stores nationwide from March 2007 to May 2007.
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Wooden Toys Recalled on October 4, 2007.

T'he surface paint on the toys contains high amounts
of lead. All toys were sold at KB "Toy Stores nation-
wide. The Pull-Along Wagons were sold from
August 2005 to August 2007.

The balance beams were sold in
various catalogs and websites from January 2007 to
September 2007.

They were
sold at the Kipps Brothers” Showroom, catalog and
website from October 2006 to August 2007.

Travel Art Sets Recalled on October 11, 2007.

The surface paint on the zipper pull of the lap desk
contains high amounts of lead. The sets were sold
at Cracker Barrel Old Country Stores nationwide
from April 2007 to August 2007.

Winnie the Pooh Play Sets Recalled on October
11, 2007.

Surface paint on the play sets contains high amounts
of lead. The sets were sold through the J.C. Penney
catalog, website and outlet stores nationwide from
August 2005 to August 2007.

Breyer Stirrup Ornaments Recalled on October

11, 2007.

Surface paint on the ornaments contains high
amounts of lead. The ornaments were sold through
the J.C. Penney catalog and website from August
2006 to August 2007.

Surface paint on the outside of the wooden box con-
tains high amounts of lead. The sets were sold
through the J.C. Penney catalog and website from
September 2005 to August 2007.

The glow sticks are not properly labeled to warn
consumers that the cap and lanyard can detach, pos-
ing a choking hazard to young children.

Children’s Puppet Theaters Recalled on
October 17, 2007.

Surface paint on the theater’s wooden panels con-
tains high amounts of lead. The theaters were sold
in specialty toy stores, gift shops, catalogs and web-
sites nationwide from June 2006 to August 2007.

Halloween Skull Pails Recalled on October 17,
2007.

T'he surface paint on the eyes, nose and teeth of the
skull contains high amounts of lead. The pails were
sold at retail stores nationwide from September 2007
to October 2007.
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Toy Swords Recalled on October 18, 2007.

The swords can break, creating a sharp point, which
poses a laceration hazard to consumers. The swords
were sold at Gymboree stores nationwide from
August 2007 to September 2007.

Game Pieces Sold with "Cars" Backpacks
Recalled on October 23, 2007.

Tiny, powerful magnets inside the four game pieces
can fall out. If more than one is swallowed, they can
attract to each other and cause intestinal perforation
or blockage, which can be fatal if not treated imme-
diately. The toy was sold at Target stores nation-
wide from February 2007 to September 2007.

"Go Diego Go" Boat Toys Recalled on October
25, 2007.

Surface paint on the toys contains high amounts of
lead. The toys were sold at retail stores nationwide
from June 2007 to October 2007.

Children’s Toy Garden Tools Recalled on
October 25, 2007.

Surface paint on the handle of the toy gardening
tools contains high amounts of lead. The tools were
sold at Jo-Ann Fabric and Craft stores nationwide
from January 2007 to September 2007.
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Halloween Pails Recalled on October 25, 2007.

2007.

Children’s Airwalk Compel Shoes have
plastic rivets used to attach the strap to
the shoe which can detach, posing a
choking hazard to young children. The
shoes were sold at Payless ShoeSource
and Pamida stores nationwide and
Payless.com from January 2006 through
June 2007.

Capri Pants Recalled on May 17,
2007.

Little Girls Capri Pants with Snap Roll
Cuff have buttons inside the waistband
which can detach, posing a choking haz-
ard to young children. The pants were
sold exclusively at Mervyns stores
nationwide from December 2006
through April 2007.

Boys’ Three-Piece Short Sets
Recalled on May 16, 2007.

T'he Samara Brothers Three Piece Short
Sets have decorative fish buttons on the
shorts and shirt which can detach, pos-
ing a choking hazard. The sets were
sold through major department and dis-
count department stores nationwide
from April 2006 through March 2007.



Gardening Gloves Recalled on May 16, 2007.

The Troy-Bilt Budding Gardener Complete
Gardening Set has a stamp-painted logo on the
backside of the gardening gloves which contains
high amounts of lead. The sets were sold at troy-
bilt.com from February 2006 through January 2007.

Personalized Infant Long Johns Recalled on

June 7, 2007.

The Red Baby Long Johns have metal snaps which
can loosen and detach, posing a choking hazard to
young children. The long johns were sold through
Personal Creations catalog and personalcreations.com
from September 2006 through January 2007.

Party Hats Recalled on June 7, 2007.

The First Birthday Party Hats by Creative
Expressions have foil fringe glued to the bottom
edge of the party hats which can detach, posing a
choking hazard to young children. The hats were
sold at party and discount department stores nation-
wide from February 2005 through May 2007.

Jeweled Sandals Recalled on June 14, 2007.

The “Calypso” Sandals have jewel decorations on
them which can detach, posing a choking hazard to
young children. The shoes were sold at Nordstrom
stores nationwide and on Nordstrom.com during
February 2007.
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Jackets Recalled on June 14, 2007.

The Pine Peak Blues Children’s Jackets have a zip-
per pull which can detach from the jacket’s zipper,
posing a choking hazard to young children. The

jackets were sold exclusively at Nordstrom stores
tfrom November 2006 through April 2007.

Hanna Andersson Sandal Clogs Recalled on
August 3, 2007.

The Birchwood Sole Sandal Clogs by Hanna
Andersson have a leather ankle strap which can tear
or separate from the clog sole, posing a fall hazard.
The shoes were sold through Hanna Andersson

stores, catalog, and website nationwide from January
2007 through July 2007.

Girls’ Clothing Sets Recalled on August 23,
2007.

The Basic Editions-brand Girls’ Clothing Sets by
Kmart have drawstrings at the waist which can get
caught in a vehicle door and cause the child to be
dragged, posing a serious risk of injury or death. The

shirts were sold exclusively at Kmart stores nation-
wide from March 2007 through May 2007.

Youth Hats Recalled on August 29, 2007.

The toddler and youth Nylon Bucket Hats have a
drawstring, posing a strangulation hazard to young
children. The hats were sold exclusively at Bass Pro

Shops retail stores nationwide from February 2007
through June 2007.
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Hooded Sweatshirts with Drawstrings Recalled
on August 30, 2007.

The Zippity Hoodie and Sherpa Full Zip
Children’s Hooded Sweatshirts have a drawstring
through the hood, posing a strangulation hazard to
children. The sweatshirts were sold at Independent
retailers in Boston and Chatham, Mass. and
Flagstaff, Ariz. from July 2007 through August 2007.

Cub Scouts Totem Badges Recalled on October
9, 2007.

T'he surface paint on the badges contains high
amounts of lead. The badges were sold at Boy
Scouts of America retail outlets nationwide from
January 2000 through September 2007.

Payless Girls’ Boots Recalled on October 18,
2007.

The guitar-shaped zipper pulls on each boot can
interlock while a child is walking, causing the child
to trip and fall. The boots were sold at Payless
ShoeSource stores nationwide and Payless.com from
August 2007 through September 2007.
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Bath Robes Recalled on November 15, 2007.

The Bon-Ton Girls and Boys Bath Robes fail to meet the children’s sleepwear flammabili-
ty standard, posing a risk of burn injuries to children if the robe caught fire. The robes
were sold by Bon-Ton, Bergner’s, Boston Store, Elder-Beerman, Herberger’s, Younkers,
and Carson Pirie Scott stores nationwide and Parisian (Detroit area only) from September
2007 through October 2007.

ATVs Recalled on January 23, 2007.

T'he handlebar base, mounting bolts, tie-rod ends
and tie-rod adjustment locking nuts may not have
been tightened to the proper torque during the pro-
duction process. Operating an affected ATV could
cause components to loosen resulting in loss of
steering control. This condition could result in loss
of vehicle control, which could result in injury or
death. The recalled vehicles were sold at Arctic Cat
dealerships nationwide from August 2006 to January
2007.

Long Chang Lion 90cc Youth Model ATVs
Recalled on May 3, 2007.

These ATVs by Stateside Powersports lack ade-
quate tire labeling, tire pressure gauge, adequate
stop engine switch and other safety requirements
which could result in injury to consumers. The
ATVs were sold at ATV dealerships and online
nationwide from May 2006 through December 2006.
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Warning Issued on Kazuma Meerkat S0 Youth
ATVs on June 5, 2007.

The Kazuma Meerkat 50 Youth ATV has multiple
safety defects including no front brakes, no parking
brake, and a missing neutral indicator light. It can
also be started while in gear. Additionally, the
owner’s manual does not contain complete informa-
tion on safe operation and maintenance of the ATV.
The ATVs have been sold by Kazuma dealers and
Web retailers nationwide since 2003.

Ohalee FA-A70 Youth ATVs Recalled on
September 6, 2007.

These youth ATVs lack front brakes and a tire pres-
sure gauge, the date of manufacture is not printed
on side of the tires, and the front suspension is solid
and does not allow for travel. Additionally, the flag
pole bracket is not the correct size, and the handle-
bars do not have padding covering sharp edges. The
owner’s manual does not contain complete informa-
tion on the safe operation and maintenance of the
ATYV. These defects could result in an unsafe riding
condition, posing a risk of injury to young drivers.
These ATVs were sold by Odes Motorcycle
Industry nationwide from June 2006 through
December 2006.

Children’s Trailer Bicycles Recalled on
September 18, 2007.

The Novara Afterburner Trailer Bicycles can detach
from the adult bicycle, posing a fall hazard to chil-
dren. The bicycles were sold at REI stores nation-
wide from February 2007 through June 2007.
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Baja Youth ATVs Recalled on November 21,
2007.

Three Baja Youth ATVs, the Baja 90, the Baja
Wilderness 90 and the Baja Wilderness 90u lack a
tire pressure gauge and flag pole mounting bracket,
which poses a risk of injury to riders. The vehicles
were sold at retail outlets, ATV dealerships, and
online, nationwide from November 2004 to July

2007.
