Since then, information
technology staff and investigators from the Attorney General's office have been working closely with federal law enforcement
authorities to evaluate the extent to which the network was compromised.

"This investigation is ongoing, and I am committed to resolving this situation as soon as possible to ensure that the Attorney
General's office can continue to provide critical services to the people of Illinois."
